Prepare concrete surfaces to receive Extended Open Time Epoxy Bonding and Anchoring Adhesive in accordance with manufacturers written recommendations. Utilize approved mechanical means to provide sound, dry, clean, absorptive surface that is free of grease, oil, curing compounds, soil, dust and other contaminants and meeting specified concrete surface profile (CSP).  Surface laitance must be removed. Thoroughly clean all dust and debris. If surface was prepared by chemical means (acid etching), a water/baking soda or water/ammonia mixture, followed by a clean water rinse, must be used for cleaning in order to neutralize the substrate. Allow substrate to dry before application. 
{Note to Specifier: Insert required CSP below. When using this product to bond Euclid Chemical repair mortars see product data sheet for recommended CSP range.
