For optimal fastener performance, the
screwgun should be a minimum of 4 amps and have a RPM
range of 0-2500.

A Adjust the screwgun nosepiece to properly seat the fastener.

AR New magnetic sockets must be correctly set before use.
Remove chip build-up as needed.
