PART 3: EXECUTION
3.01    EXAMINATION
      A.  Examine areas and conditions affecting installation.  Do not proceed with installation until unsatisfactory conditions have been corrected.
3.02    INSTALLATION
      A.  Install system level and plumb, and in accord with manufacturer’s written instructions, original design and referenced standards.
 
3.03    ADJUSTING
      A.  Adjust for proper operation. Replace any parts that prevent the fire vent from operating properly.
3.04    CLEANING & MAINTENANCE
      A.  
Remove all debris caused by installation of the fire vent. Clean all exposed surfaces to as fabricated condition and appearance.
      B. 
MAINTENANCE: Test outside and inside manual operation of latches.  Pull handles with quick jerking motion to release.  Adjust (if required) latch keepers to insure full secure latching in closed operation and simultaneous release of latches for both outside and inside operation.Periodically clean latches and strikes of old grease and dirt and reapply new grease as needed. Clean acrylic domes with a mild soap and water solution - do not use abrasive cleaners or cleaning cloths. Replace fusible links when needed by compressing release device.  Install new fusible link and close doors.

 

3.05    PROTECTION
      A.  Provide protection of the completed installation until completion of the project. Repair any damage at no additional cost.
