Pen marks, paint and graffiti generally wash off easily with mild soap and water. Completely rinse the surface with clean water when complete. Tough marks or stains may require a heavy-duty cleaner such as Crown brand Anti-Vandal Spray or DWR-II. These specialized spot cleaners should only be used on small areas and tested for color fastness prior to applying in a highly visible area. Rinse thoroughly with clean water to remove the residue from these cleaner.
