ROOFTOP PIPE SUPPORTS
Specifier Notes:  This section covers OMG Roofing Products “PipeGuard” rooftop pipe supports for plumbing, HVAC, and electrical pipes and conduits from 1/2-inch to 6-inch (13-mm to 150-mm) diameter and from 1-1/2 inches to 10 inches (40 mm to 255 mm) above the roof. EXECUTION
EXAMINATION
Examine rooftop and membrane roofing to receive rooftop pipe supports.
Notify Architect of conditions that would adversely affect installation or subsequent use.
Do not begin installation until unacceptable conditions are corrected.
PREPARATION
Clear membrane roofing of loose gravel and ballast to allow base of each rooftop pipe support to sit flat on roofing.
Specifier Notes:  Consult manufacturer of membrane roofing for requirements of separator sheet between each rooftop pipe support and membrane roofing.
Install separator sheet between each rooftop pipe support and membrane roofing.
INSTALLATION
Install rooftop pipe supports in accordance with manufacturer’s instructions at locations indicated on the Drawings.
Specifier Notes:  Edit the following spacing of rooftop pipe supports for the specific application.  Consult OMG Roofing Products for more information.
Spacing of Rooftop Pipe Supports:
Pipe Diameters 2 inches to 5 inches (50 mm to 125 mm):  Maximum 10 feet (3.0 m) apart.
Pipe Diameter 1-1/2 inches (40 mm):  Maximum 8 feet (2.4 m) apart.
Pipe Diameters less than 1-1/2 inches (40 mm):  Maximum 6 feet (1.8 m) apart.
Place 1 additional support at every union and source and along with 1 at side of junctions.
Specifier Notes:  Include the following paragraph when specifying “PipeGuard” Mini, Small, Tall Small, Large, Strut, or Height Adjustable Strut rooftop pipe supports.  Edit the following paragraph for the specific application.
Apply proper adhesion method, if required to adhere rooftop pipe supports to membrane roofing.
Built-Up Bituminous, Modified Bituminous, and TPO Membrane Roofing:  Use 1-component, elastomeric, gun-grade polyurethane sealant.
EPDM Membrane Roofing:  Use 3-inch or 6-inch (76-mm or 150-mm) wide EPDM roofing seam tape.
PVC Membrane Roofing:  Weld PVC slip sheet to membrane roofing and adhere rooftop pipe supports with 1-component, elastomeric, gun-grade polyurethane sealant.
Specifier Notes:  Include the following paragraph when specifying “PipeGuard” Safety Yellow Strut, Yellow Height Adjustable Strut, or Yellow Height Adjustable Roller rooftop pipe supports.  Edit the following paragraph for the specific application.
Apply proper adhesion method, if required to adhere rooftop pipe supports to membrane roofing.
Built-Up Bituminous, Modified Bituminous, PVC, and TPO Membrane Roofing:  Use 1-component, elastomeric, gun-grade polyurethane sealant.
EPDM Membrane Roofing:  Use 3-inch or 6-inch (76-mm or 150-mm) wide EPDM roofing seam tape.
PROTECTION
Protect installed rooftop pipe supports to ensure that, except for normal weathering, supports will be without damage or deterioration at time of Substantial Completion.
