Application

Before applying, read “Preparation” and “Safety Information” sections in the Manufacturer’s Product Data Sheet for Asphalt & Tar Remover.  Do not dilute.    

1. Apply diluted cleaning solution liberally to the dry surface using low-pressure (40 psi) spray, or a brush.

2. Let the cleaner dwell for 3 to 10 minutes. Keep people away from treated surfaces.

3. Reapply cleaner. Brush the stained area vigorously.

4. Rinse thoroughly with water to remove residue. Keep the wall below wet and rinsed free of cleaner and residues. This helps avoid streaking.
5. Repeat steps 1 through 4 if necessary to fully remove any remaining residues. 

Cleanup

Clean tools and equipment using fresh water.

SPECIFIER NOTE: The best combination of rinsing pressure and water volume is provided by masonry washing equipment generating 400 to 1000 psi with a water flow rate of 6 to 8 gallons per minute delivered through a 15 to 45 degree fan spray tip. Equipment should be adjustable to reduce water flow rate and rinsing pressure as required for controlled cleaning of more sensitive surfaces. See also “Equipment” section of the Product Data Sheet. 

SPECIFIER NOTE: Pressure washing is the preferred method to minimize waste materials. Rinse from bottom to top.
