e Before fastening, position the stair stringer with the LSC on the
carrying member to verify where the bend should be located.

e The fastener that is installed into the bottom edge of the
stringer must go into the second-to-last hole.

When installed on 1%6" LVL or a 1%" LSL stringer, additional

items that will not affect the structural performance of the LSC, Support
but should be considered, include the following: framing

— LSC stringer flange will protrude %" from face of stringer.
As such, it is recommended the LSC be installed with the
tabs positioned to the outside of the stringer.

— 1" fasteners installed into
1v4" LSL stringer will protrude

from the opposite side.

3. #9 x 112" Strong-Drive SD Connector screws may be substituted for 0.148" x 11" nails to achieve published nail values
if the extra screw is installed in the narrow face of the stringer.

4.When LSC is installed at end of rim board over support framing, use standard load.

5. Fasteners: Nail dimensions are listed diameter by length. SD screws are Simpson Strong-Tie Strong-Drive SD Connector screws.
