DESCRIPTION

CURE & SEAL 25 UV is a VOC compliant acrylic non-
yellowing polymer engineered to cure, seal, harden, and
dustproof freshly placed concrete and improve the weara-
bility and durability of aged concrete surfaces. CURE &
SEAL 25 UV is formulated to provide maximum color sta-
bility in a high-gloss finish. CURE & SEAL 25 UV is stable
under Ultra-Violet light and is suitable for both exterior
and interior use.

APPLICATION

Storage: Store material in the original tightly closed con-
tainers. Do not allow the accumulation of water, dirt or
other contaminants.

Coverage: Ready-to-use. Do not dilute. Apply with a
sprayer or roller in uniform thin films; spray apply for best
results. Two thin coats should be applied. Apply the sec-
ond coat after the first coat has thoroughly dried. Never
apply one heavy coat. Avoid puddles. Apply in accord-
ance with recommended coverage rates.

Curing: 300 — 400 sq ft / gal
Dustproofing and Sealing: 400 — 600 sq ft / gal
Aged concrete: 400 — 600 sq ft / gal

For dustproofing and sealing benefits, apply two coats at
500 sq ft / gal. On broom or rough finished concrete, dou-
ble the coverage rate. Coverage may vary due to porosity
and conditions of the concrete.

New Concrete: CURE & SEAL 25 UV should be applied
as soon as the surface water has disappeared and the
concrete surface will not be marred by the walking appli-
cator. At this point, apply in a uniform coat. For a superior
finish and added curing and sealing protection, apply a
second coat at 400 sq ft / gal.

Existing Concrete: Concrete surface must be clean, dry
or damp and free of all stains, oil, grease, dirt, and incom-
patible coatings prior to application. An application of
CURE & SEAL 25 UV will renovate existing concrete,
brick or terrazzo floors. These surfaces will be brighter
and easier to clean and maintain.
