< 1 % by weight, depending on source, as indicated by bulk sampling methods.  Industrial hygiene
testing using both personal and area sampling measured no detectable respirable crystalline silica
when cutting the product by “score and snap,” rotary saw, or circular saw.  Good work practices
which minimize the extent of dust generation should be followed, and actual employee exposure
must be determined by workplace industrial hygiene testing.
