Do not eccentrically load system or induce rotation of runners.

Continuous Lengths Installation:  Use wall cleat, hanger wire, or metal framing mounting method specified above. Connect curtain pocket segments with standard system splice plates. Corners Installation:  For 90-degree turns use manufacturer's pre-engineered inside and outside corners. Position corner segments in place using mounting method selected for the system. Use three (3) splice plates for a tight, seamless connection to the main curtain pocket; one located on the top of the pocket and two (2) along the vertical surface.

Cleaning
Clean and touch up minor finish damage.  Remove and replace components that cannot be successfully cleaned and repaired.
