Available in a 2-1/16 in. width that has two 7/16 in. wide galvanized, rust-resistant steel strips with a 
1/16 in. gap between the strips. 

USG Sheetrock® Brand Flex Metal Tape helps you achieve the most cost-eff ective, problem-free, 
beautiful corners at any angle.

USG Sheetrock® Brand Flex Metal Tape is backed by a 30-year limited warranty. When applied to a 
sound structure using recommended application techniques, we warrant that this product will not 
edge crack for the lifetime of the structure. Note that inside off set corners applied horizontally 
and nail-on paper-faced bead cannot be guaranteed against edge cracking. Refer to J1713 for full 
warranty details.

1. Using a 6 in. (15 cm) knife, apply joint compound to inside or outside corner of drywall.
2.  Cut the fl exible metal corner to desired length and fold down the center. With the metal side of

tape facing the drywall surface, embed tape fi rmly in compound. Remove any extra compound
with taping knife. Allow to dry.

3.  Apply fi ll coat over taped corner. Feather coat slightly beyond taping coat; let dry and smooth
with wet sponge if necessary.
 For inside corners apply compound to one side, let dry, then apply compound to other side.
Apply another coat of compound feathering slightly beyond prior coat; let dry and smooth with
wet sponge if necessary.

Note: Joint compound used to apply and fi nish corner bead must meet ASTM C475.

Not recommended for veneer plaster applications.

Store in dry place protected from moisture. Avoid bending or other damage.
